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Dear Members and Supporters,

It is my privilege to provide this update report on the Hebrew Free Loan Association of Montreal for the
fiscal year 2024. As my two-year term as President concluded in June 2025, | do so with deep gratitude,
humility, and pride in all that we have accomplished together.

Our work continues to be guided by the timeless words of Maimonides, who taught that “the highest
form of tzedakah is helping someone become self-reliant.” Through our interest-free loans, HFLA upholds dignity and
empowers individuals and families at critical financial moments in their lives. Each loan we extend is far more than a
financial transaction; it is an expression of trust, compassion, and partnership. In 2024 alone, we granted 602 individual
loans totaling $3.62 million, including many to first-time borrowers. Loans for debt relief rose significantly, reflecting the
real pressures of inflation and high credit card interest rates facing our community.

Since our founding in 1911, HFLA Montreal has provided more than $148.6 million in interest-free loans, helping tens of
thousands of borrowers navigate life’s challenges with dignity and hope. Beyond these results, we broadened our
outreach and strengthened our foundation by supporting more families, modernizing our office systems, expanding our
database, and launching new programs, while remaining firmly rooted in our mission. We are very proud that our loan
activity metrics place HFLA Montreal among the leading Jewish free loan associations in terms of lending as a percentage
of capital. We do not simply preserve our financial resources; we actively deploy and recycle our available funds to meet
the evolving needs of our community.

Serving as President has deepened my appreciation for gemilut chasadim and reinforced the enduring truth that all of
Israel is responsible for one another. | have witnessed that responsibility firsthand in the generosity, commitment, and
integrity of our Board of Directors, officers, committee members, and volunteers. | extend my heartfelt thanks to all who
give so generously of their time and wisdom. | am especially grateful to our Executive Director, Valerie Abitbol, whose
dedicated commitment and leadership helped create a well-defined path for me to follow. | also thank our 1t and 2

Welcoming and sharing with many volunteers and staff colleagues
from across Canada, the United States, and Israel was a source of pride and inspiration, strengthening the bonds that
unite us as part of a global interest-free loan movement.

Chers membres, Chéres sympathisantes, Chers sympathisants,

C’est un honneur pour moi de vous présenter le rapport annuel de I’Association hébraique de préts bénévoles (AHPB)
de Montréal pour I'exercice financier 2024. Comme mon mandat de deux ans & titre de président s’est terminé en juin
dernier, c’est donc avec beaucoup de gratitude, d’humilité et de fierté que je reviens sur nos réalisations.

Notre travail s'inspire encore des paroles intemporelles de Maimonide, qui a enseigné que « la plus haute forme de
tzedakah (générosité envers autrui) est d'aider les autres & devenir autonomes » Gréice & ses préts sans intéréts, 'AHPB rend des
particuliers et des familles autonomes, tout en respectant leur dignité, alors que ces personnes traversent une période difficile sur le
plan financier.

At the loan committee meetings of the Hebrew Free Loan Association, each
prospective loan is carefully examined to ensure that the money is needed, that
the project to be undertaken is worthwhile, and that the borrower will be able to
repay it. Questions ensue about a loan guarantor’s financial capacity to back
a loan. The directors are committed to giving the borrower the benefit of the
doubt in all cases. In its daily operation the Association never loses sight of
the foundations of its work. Perhaps the most important operating principle is

dignity.

Dignity, in being able to provide for oneself and one’s family and be an equal
member of the community, is what financial need takes from a person. Hebrew
Free Loan tries to restore dignity to that person by enabling him or her to gain
a status worthy of esteem and self-respect. Each step of the lending process is
marked by concern for the dignity of the individual.
